The YTCA (Yorkshire Terrier Club of America) is Evil
This was posted on Stephen Glass' website and if you type in YTCA in Google, you'll see this comes up on the first page.  Never once did he or anyone that is bashing me on list, or on the web, ever ask for my side of the story. They all believed the story that Lisa Farmer, Stephen Glass and the former YTCA Board (class of 2012-2013) put out.  None of it was the truth of what happened.  I’m now off the Board (I served from June 2013 – 2015) and I have kept quiet out of respect for my office. But now that Stephen's made it public for the whole world to see on his web site, it's time for me to tell my side of this fiasco. I may be a little mixed up on the exact dates, after all, it started 3 years ago, but this will be close.  

In Dec 2012 Cheryl Rangel (President of the YTCA at that time) called me and said that the Board would like a new design on the web site and she wanted me to be in charge of it. I told her that I didn't have time to do it myself.  Then she said they had a designer and wanted me to work with them and I could incorporate the new design into my site. It would have been so easy to just put all my work on a new design 
The next thing I hear from the Board is a letter demanding that I turn over the site to them. It took me a week or so to get my thoughts together and talk to some friends about it.

First, I had been the web master and owner of that site from 1999 until they demanded it around Jan/Feb of 2013.  When I started doing that site it was just a few pages and mostly of Lisa Farmers dogs. I looked at it and decided I didn't want anything that was on it and didn't want her server either as they were too expensive.  So, I trashed the whole thing and I cancelled her old server. The ytca.org name was coming up to the end of the contract and when it did I bought it and put it in my name as I was doing the site. Lisa Farmer did not give it to me. The time expired and I bought it, just like another member owns YorkshireTerrierClubOfAmerica.com.  A previous Board tried to get that domain away from her also and couldn't do it but they didn’t trash her like this Board trashed me.  They didn’t try to destroy the club over this either.  I decided to use my server that was much cheaper with unlimited bandwidth which was great as I knew I wanted to expand the web site.  Later I bought 10 new domain names and put them in my name also.  

Over the years I offered the site and domains to the different Boards. One Board member told me that the Board didn't want the site in the YTCA's name in case someone sued the site.  They thought that they would sue me and not the Club.  That was ok with me, I didn't mind the risk. I've been around computers since 1962 when I went to the IBM school and I also worked for the government, Dept. of Agriculture, running their computers. I knew what was legal and what wasn't.  
As for me trying to sell the site to the Club, that was a joke.  I had 162 pages in my site. All the graphics were mine also.  I check to see what a site like that would cost before I sent the letter to the Board and the cheapest price I got was $149,000. for just the main pages and without most of the graphics.  Add 14 years of work and its worth would be well over a million dollars.  

 I knew the whole YTCA Treasury was under $100,000.  What I was hoping was that they would just go away and leave me alone to keep doing the site.  I spent 14 years of my life, day and a heck of a lot of nights doing that site for the Members.  If I was money hungry, as they claimed, I sure would have asked for payment a long time before the Board wanted it and I wouldn’t have put one cent into that site myself. Sometimes the Club didn't reimburse me and I paid the fees myself. 

In all the years I did that site, I NEVER took anything from the club for my personal profit.  They bought the Adobe program so I could put the Meeting minutes up in pdf on the web site and I did get a check for $100. one time. That was for something I bought for the club and I told Shirley she could send me a $100. and I would put it toward a new monitor.  It was not a reimbursement for the web site. Wish I could remember what it was for. That monitor has been long gone so I know it was many years ago.  Shirley even offered me a new computer at one time and I turned it down.  Now you know how really money hungry I was.
Then the former Board caused a ruckus. They started telling all kinds of lies about me on the official Board’s list and making a disaster out of the Club.  The Board members did not like Carolyn Hensley and were ticked off that she got elected and that hatred carried over to me because we were associates. Also, there were 2 Board members that had a personal grudge against me. They were determined to do everything they could to make me look bad and destroy my site.  
They trashed me on the Official Board’s List for months and allowed other members to do the same.  Finally I had enough as they were tearing the club apart. I told them I would give them the domain name but not the site as there was nothing on the site that belonged to the club that they didn't already have.  Cheryl Rangel told me that they were building a new site and their site wouldn't be ready until June.  I  told them that the only Board member I trusted was Carolyn Hensley and I would put it in her name and she could hold it in escrow until June 1st, which was only a couple of months away, when the new Board took over. I was NOT going to give anything to that Board that made my life, and the Club, a living hell for all those months.  By this time I had no respect for, or trust, in the old Board at all. None of them except Carolyn.  They made a big deal over escrow. If you look up escrow all it means is someone that holds something for 2 parties. Big deal that.

It was around this time that i decided to run for the board and the existing Board was not happy and filed charges against Carolyn Hensley and myself.  Their charges were bogus and I countered every one of them including the AKC's response. Finally Mr. Liosis, of AKC, told them to live with it and if they didn't like me not to vote for me.  What happened is I had the second highest number of votes in the election and was on the Board for 2 years. 
They had a meeting in TX to determine the charges against Carolyn and me.  Neither of us went as it was a waste of time. We knew they'd find us guilty.  Well I won the election and all but 2 Board members, who also never asked for Carolyn Hensley’s or my side of the story, voted that the charges would not stand and life has gone on for 2 years now. Most of the members were not happy with the former Board or their Kangaroo court. 

The only thing is that the members of the former Board are still trying to bring the club down. Stephen Glass, one complainant, not a Board member and also not a YTCA member any longer, has no idea of the things that occurred.  In my opinion, the old Board just used him but he's too blind to see that and didn't find out for himself the truth. He never contacted me to ask my side of the story. Lisa Farmer, the other complainant, and also not a Board member, really had no case. The domain name expired, the YTCA didn't want it and I bought it. I trashed all of her site and server and bought my own.   Just my opinion, I think she wanted the site back for herself. End of that story.
My biggest problem in this whole thing and why I fought so hard to keep the site was that the previous Board did NOT ask the Members if they wanted a new site. This should have been in an election. The former Board had no business making that decision for the Members.  
As a new Board member in 2013  I, along with the rest of the new Board members, voted that the YTCA Yahoo list was to be closed as it belonged to the YTCA. It was NOT closed and the former Board refused to give it up. Bob Owen, as president, did not demand that it be closed and so they continued to trash Carolyn and me on that list and it continues to this day.  They also trashed the Board for the 2 years I was on it.  All it would have taken was a letter to Yahoo stating that it was owned by the YTCA and it was voted to close the list but the former Board would not do so. JMO, this club will never come together until that list is made to quit spewing its venom.  
Another thing is we're paying a fortune for this supposedly "new and improved site".  The old site cost $136.44. a year and $10 a year per domain name.  So far, the new site has cost the club $5,249.36. as of  March 26, 2015 and there will be more to pay as time goes on. 
Guess who the old Board appointed to oversee the new web site before they left office. The two complainants, Stephen Glass and Lisa Farmer.  Once I got on the Board, Ken took over the site, even though he had very little knowledge about web sites. 
Check out Stephen Glass' analysis on his web site if you’re interested.   JMO, he's showing his ignorance because he didn’t take the time to find out the truth for himself.  He believed everything the former Board told him and did not have the perspicacity to find out the truth for himself.
